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Team Approach to Therapy

The Therapy Team at URS has become a second family to the Bowlings. Six year old,
Tristan and his mom, Christa, have developed a special bond with the therapists at
URS. Tristan was born with spastic quadriplegia cerebral palsy caused by an in-utero
stroke that damaged 40 percent of his brain. It became apparent at four months of
age that something was wrong when he failed to reach developmental milestones and
began having seizures. Christa recalls the flurry of hospital stays and doctors
appointments in an effort to control the 250 to 500 seizures he experienced each day.
Despite what was happening, little Tristan never stopped smiling.

Once the seizures were under control, Tristan
started a comprehensive treatment plan which
included Physical, Occupational and Speech
Therapies. He also receives Aquatic Therapy and
has benefited tremendously from the therapeutic
properties of warm water, which increases blood
flow to his muscles and increases flexibility. This
specialized program at URS is the only one of its
kind offered for the pediatric population in the
Dayton area. Tristan’s therapists, who are certified
in many subspecialties including equipment assessments, wheelchair fitting, and
augmentative communication, have also helped fit him with the proper wheelchair as
well as other adaptive equipment. “One of the important gifts URS has given my son
is a "voice” since he is nonverbal and unable to operate an augmentative device with
his hands,” said Christa. With the help of Physical Therapist, Bobbi Moushon and
Speech Language Pathologist, Miriam Voderberg, Tristan learned to operate the
communication device on his wheelchair using his foot, thus expanding his world and
allowing him to communicate with his family, friends, and at school. He can now
